Dear Dr. Carsten:
I had the pleasure of seeing Lorraine Gillotti today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is an 80-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who was admitted to St. Mary’s Hospital on 06/09/2023 due to confusion. Her blood pressure was not controlled. She was having jaw pain. Speech was slurred. She was having some difficulty swallowing and headache. CT of the head and neck did show a focal region of hypoattenuation in the left basal ganglia and moderate to severe cerebral white matter changes and 50% narrowing of the bilateral ICA. She was admitted to the hospital for further care. MRI of the brain done which shows left basal ganglia acute stroke. The patient was started on aspirin, Plavix and statin. She improved and she was sent home. Today, she is here for followup. She is getting physical therapy two times per week, going for herniorrhaphy on 07/17/2023. No weakness. No numbness. He still gets confused and cannot hear from the left ear. This is a new thing. She is having headache.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, coronary artery disease, diverticulitis, hyperlipidemia, and history of lung cancer.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Endoscopy, stent in the heart, back surgery, bowel resection, cardiac catheterization, cataract surgery, cholecystectomy, laparotomy, lobectomy of the lung, and appendectomy.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and OPIATE AGONIST.

MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine, ipratropium, albuterol, metoprolol, omeprazole, prednisone, aspirin, Plavix, and nystatin.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: Former smokes. She does not smoke anymore. She does not drink alcohol. 

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with cancer. Father deceased due to old age. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that she is having hearing decreased on both sides, action tremor, and decreased vibration on the left foot.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 15. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is decreased on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. Action tremor of the head also present. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4 upper extremity and lower extremity 0/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed decreased vibratory sensation in the left foot. 
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 80-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of:

1. Left basal ganglia stroke.

2. Decreased hearing on both sides.

3. Essential tremor.
At this time, I would like to continue the aspirin, Plavix and statin. I would like to see her back in my office in six months.
