HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old little boy. Mother brings him because of left-sided ear pain. He has been pulling on that ear and telling his mother that his ear hurts. He is not taking any medication for relief. There are no other symptoms. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He has not been running any fevers. He does have normal play activity which at certain times seems to break down on account of the ear pain and he slow stands just wants to be by his mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and multiple siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenating 96%. Current weight 44 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is abundant amount of cerumen. However, I am able to visualize much erythema behind that on the left side. Canals: No erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Otitis media, left side. He will start amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 6 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days #120 mL.

2. In preparation for ear washing in three days, he will purchase the Debrox product over-the-counter three drops three times a day for three days and then return to clinic on Friday for ear wash.

3. All of this has been explained to mother. She verbalizes understanding. She will be back in a few days.
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
