William McLin continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

He has no major complaints apart from bowel disturbance and fecal incontinence. For this complaint, he has seen Dr. Nabil Sultani, GI service at St. Mary’s and is considering having a colonoscopy.

Current Medications: Glipizide 5 mg daily, metformin 500 mg daily, lisinopril 5 mg daily, amlodipine 5 mg daily, and pravastatin 40 mg daily.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/66, weight 233 pounds, and BMI is 32.1. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.3%.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with fair control and no ongoing complications. He has fecal incontinence, which is being investigated by gastroenterology and considerations given to a colonoscopy.

I have asked him to stop the metformin and started SGLT2 inhibitors, which I understand he is taking at the moment.

I have asked him to return for followup in about three or four months time.
