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1. DB, 10-year-old child with headache, body ache, chills, and nausea. Workup including swab, CBC, and chemistry negative. Diagnosed with viremia and proteinuria. Doing much better. Mother is taking to his regular physician. She was happy with the care received. 

2. FM, is a 46-year-old male with low back pain. UA and CT negative except for canal stenosis. Treated with Toradol in the ER. Sent home with Motrin. He was happy with the care received.

3. DB, is a 29-year-old with vaginal discharge. Dr. A did STD, pregnancy, and KOH. Treated the patient with Rocephin for sinusitis and doxycycline. Left message for the patient to call back.

4. AL, is a 26-year-old female wanted to make sure she was really pregnant. Her pregnancy test was positive. No concerns and was sent to OB. She was happy with the care. I was in and out she said.

5. DM, is a 40-year-old male just got out of prison complaining of blurred vision. The visual acuity was within normal limits. CBC was negative. CMP negative. UDS showed amphetamines. Because of his agitation, his exam was limited and he left AMA. His numbers not answered.

6. MJ, is a 51-year-old with heart racing, anxiety, passing out and sleep apnea. The patient had a cardiac workup which was negative. He has an appointment with the cardiologist on Friday. He is doing well today. He was very happy with the care that he received.

7. EN, 31-year-old with headache, dizziness, history of chronic vertigo, possible syncope, and possible seizure. Lab, EKG, cardiac workup, CT, UA, UDS, CBC, and CMP within normal limits. Dr. A did consult with hospitalist, nothing else was done for the patient, just a workup was complete and he was discharged with a diagnosis of vertigo. Left message for the patient to call back.

8. DW, is a 49 year old male with headache. Vitals were stable. Blood pressure was stable. CT came in with headache. CT on 03/23/23 was negative. CT today was negative. CBC, CMP negative. Toradol given then sent home with Motrin. The patient is doing fantastic today.
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9. JG, is a 50-year-old with swelling and discomfort after hemorrhoid surgery, has a slight abscess that Dr. A called surgeon for he came. He drained the abscess, put the patient on clindamycin. Sent the patient home. The patient was very appreciative of the care he received.

10. PM, 44-year-old with migraine headache and pain in the eye. Toradol, Benadryl and Zofran did the job. CBC and CMP were negative. Swab tests were negative. CT was done recently. The patient was sent home after full workup was done. Left message for the patient to call back.

11. WD, is a 64-year-old male with sinus pain, ear pain, and low back pain, diagnosed with sinusitis. Treated with Keflex and Medrol Dosepak. Doing better today.

12. AM, is an 18-year-old with possible high blood pressure. Blood pressure was within normal limits. CBC, CMP, and cardiac workup negative. The patient was sent home. No symptoms today. Did receive Toradol for headache and sinusitis and treated with Motrin and Amoxil at home. The patient has had cardiac workup, CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UDS, and EKG. Both mother and the patient got on the phone and they said they were very happy with the chair.

13. VM, 69-year-old woman who got cleaning products sprayed in her eyes. Eyewash was carried out. Visual acuity was done. Diagnosed with chemical conjunctivitis and sent home with neomycin, polymixin, and dexamethasone eye drops. She is doing fine and she was happy with the care. 
14. JR, is a 73-year-old woman with leg pain diagnosed with muscle spasms. Treated with Toradol and Flexeril. No lab work was done. The patient was happy with the care received.

15. MP, 39-year-old woman with falling to sleep during the day with history of narcolepsy on numerous medications. UDS showed THC, benzodiazepine and opioids. The patient was sent home with drug abuse diagnosis and she did not answer the phone.

16. GP, is a 14-year-old who was hit in the face with a baseball bat. Dr. A wanted the patient to be transferred, but the father decided to take him to Memorial Hermann. He has few fractures in his face, but he is home now and the father was happy with the care even though they did not do much for him, but he said they did everything they could. The patient received the care he needed.

17. SK, 44-year-old with suture removal of left brow removed. It was in and out, great job the patient states.

18. LE, 59-year-old with right index finger laceration. It was tender to appropriately and the patient did not answer the phone.
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19.  TJ, is a 26-year-old with shortness of breath. Cardiac workup, EKG, UPT, UDS, and UA were done. THC was found. She was given Ativan in the emergency room, doing much better. She is going to see her doctor for anxiety now.
