Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Earl with diabetic nephropathy, preserved kidney function and history of microalbuminuria.  Her last visit was March 21, 2022.  She has been feeling well.  No problems within the last year.  No hospitalizations or illnesses.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril 5 mg once daily, also Ozempic 1 mg once a week, metformin is 1000 mg twice a day, she has a multivitamin, aspirin 81 mg daily and Lipitor 40 mg daily.

Physical Examination:  The only vital sign she could get today for us was a weight of 215 pounds.

Laboratory Data:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 26, 2023, creatinine is stable 0.6, calcium is 9.3, electrolytes are normal, albumin 4.2, hemoglobin 13.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Diabetic nephropathy.
2. Microalbuminuria.  The patient will continue all of her routine medications.  She will have annual labs for us and we will have a followup visit with her in one year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
