SILGUERO, SHARON
Sharon is a 69-year-old woman admitted to hospice with history of metastatic renal cell carcinoma. The patient lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver. The patient has had chemotherapy with cisplatin in the past along with radiation therapy. Her recent H&H was 11 and 35. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She shows evidence of weight loss, ADL dependency. She also suffers from hypothyroidism, status post radical nephrectomy, brain mets, adrenal mets both right and left side. She is no longer a candidate for chemotherapy and/or radiation. Her daughter Natalie has decided on hospice care and because the patient has less than six months to live given her advanced cancer, advanced metastatic disease noted on her MRI as late as 06/23/23, associated with edema, which is causing her confusion, decreased appetite, not eating, no longer able to walk, she is now bedbound and bowel and bladder incontinent because of metastatic disease and requires pain medication around the clock, is expected to live less than six months. She has a KPS score of 40% and meets the criteria for hospice admission at this time. The patient’s care was discussed with her daughter at length before placement on hospice.
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
