This is a 93-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. Since the past evaluation, the patient has lost the ability to speak or communicate. She has been having issues with oxygen saturation. She is sleeping majority of the day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has lost 6.5 pounds. She is totally ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She lives with her daughter Sylvia who is her primary caregiver. She eats child’s portion. Overall, she has lost over 20 pounds in the past few months, but then more recently. She is weak. She is sleeping about 18-20 hours a day and showing definite regression of her disease and expected to live less than six months, hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
