NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

3. Lisinopril/HCTZ 10/12.5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

4. Metformin 1000 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

5. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

6. Allopurinol 300 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

7. Xarelto 20 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

8. Ibuprofen 800 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 30 days #90 two refills.

9. Indomethacin 75 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.
