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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 2005, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in a military truck.  He was behind the driver.  The patient tells me that suddenly there was an IED explosion in front of his car between his car and the car in front of him.  The IED explosion was significantly powerful.  The shockwave knocked him off.  The patient tells me that his head got hit.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient felt confused, disoriented, severe headache, seeing stars immediately after the explosion.  The patient denies any consciousness.  He also has significant ringing in the ears.  The patient tells me that he kept on driving.

The patient currently has dizziness, forgetfulness, ringing in the ears, snoring, anxiety, depression, PTSD, night mares, insomnia, fatigue, shaking, frequent headaches, and confusion.  Difficulty to concentrate.  Road rage and impatience.
The patient was working as a military police.  The patient is now becoming a helicopter pilot.  The patient is still working for the Army.  He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient is not able to concentrate on his job.  He is very impatient.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  He will forget his job duties.  The head is affecting him to do his job.  The headaches are effecting his concentration.  It is difficult to understand his duties sometimes.
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
