His blood pressure is elevated, but he states his blood pressure has always been okay. He will recheck that at home. I am sure he is under a lot of stress after what happened to him today at 8:30.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy, he has never had one done at age 50.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is married. He has 11 grandkids, three kids married. He drinks very little. He does not smoke.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has hypertension. Father has diabetes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is not in much pain.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 232 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 162/90.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: The left hand looks non-edematous. There is good range of motion. There is a very small puncture wound on the dorsum and volar aspect.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Puncture wound through and through left hand.

2. X-ray shows no foreign body.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. Keflex 500 mg two tablets twice a day.

5. Look for redness, heat, drainage or any other changes including pain or decreased mobility.

6. Come back if he develops any issues or problems.

7. Check blood pressure.

8. If the blood pressure remains elevated with my numbers given, he must return right away.

9. He does needs blood work and colonoscopy and other routine medical issues and he states he will do that at a later date.
ADDENDUM: His DT is up-to-date. Last time, he had a tetanus shot was three years ago.
