CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for urinary incontinence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had prostatic hypertrophy and urinalysis showed few red blood cells and the patient had a culture was unremarkable and the patient now feels much better since she was started on tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day by urologist.
