HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Lewis is a 67-year-old gentleman who is being seen for face-to-face hospice evaluation. This 67-year-old gentleman is currently on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and type II diabetes non-insulin-dependent.
He does not smoke. He does not drink at this time. He lives with his son who is his primary caregiver.

He has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is short of breath with minimal exertion which is worsened since previous evaluation. He has generalized weakness because of his combination of COPD and atherosclerotic heart disease.
The patient’s ejection fraction was reported to be low although the actual number is not available to me at this time. Since last face-to-face, the patient has become weaker, has lost weight, his appetite has been diminished. The patient is definitely homebound and requires help with ADL and medications at this time. His shortness of breath is worsened because of his COPD and his heart disease and he also suffers from symptoms of angina pectoris.
His condition is suitable for hospice at this time and is showing steady decline regarding his current hospice diagnosis of atherosclerotic heart disease. Once again, KPS score is 40%.
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
