CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both ear pain and vertigo.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that both ear pain started seven days ago and he took pain medication with relief. Now the pain has resolved; however, the patient has dizziness now and he has used meclizine in the past with good relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of tympanic membrane bilaterally without any perforation. Oropharyngeal examination is within normal limits.
