CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with s chief complaint of right inguinal bulging, right epididymal cyst, and followup for bilateral hydrocele.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has swelling in the scrotum and was seen by urologist two years ago after that his condition improved and now again the patient has recurrence of swelling in the both testicles and it is slightly painful. The patient is sexually active. The patient never had fever or chills and he has only one sexual partner.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D supplement 5000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on clonazepam 0.5 mg once a day as needed. He has not used for past two weeks.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

Genital examination reveals swelling of the scrotum and there is minimal tenderness of the *________* on the right side. Also, the patient has small right inguinal hernia easily reducible.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
