CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right groin pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he lifted box 30-40 pounds two weeks ago after that he noticed mild pain in the right groin area and there was no bulge and has no history of hernia.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
