History: Mr. Arnold was accompanied by his wife Claudia who works at Accent Home Care. Mr. Arnold was evaluated while I was out of town by Dr. Rohini for attention deficit. Mr. Arnold has chronic back pain. He has never had shots in the back. He does not have pain of radiculopathy. He states he sees Dr. Jennifer Devoke in Brenham and got started on hydrocodone for pain. Also, he was having some problem with anxiety and she gave him clonazepam 1 mg. So, the patient is on clonazepam 1 mg, dextroamphetamine 20 mg as well as hydrocodone even though I am not the prescriber of hydrocodone, since his wife was also present, I had a lengthy discussion about his use. He is married. He has four children of his own, two grandchildren and he states he does not take the medicine regularly; however, if you see on Texas PMP, he is getting 60-90 tablets almost every month and lot of counseling done to reduce his intake of hydrocodone. Texas PMP was checked again and he was given Adderall 20 mg a day. His wife states their son 12-year-old was found to have attention deficit also and she states once he got started on the medicine his son’s grades improved significantly. His physical exam was normal. Discussed all the CNSVS testing. I will see him in the office in a month.
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
