History: Mr. Ramirez was accompanied by his two daughters. Mr. Ramirez apparently tripped over something last Friday which would be on 06/30/23, and he skinned his top layer of the skin about an area of a quarter over the right upper arm. He is not running fever. He has reduced range of motion of his shoulder and elbow. He cannot straighten out his elbow and he cannot raise his right arm above his head. He has not gone to the emergency room to get x-rays and he came too late in the afternoon especially on 07/03/23, where he cannot get any further x-rays done. He is not seeing an orthopedic. Because he seemed to be in pain and could not lift up his arm or the elbow, he was advised to go to the urgent care. They will go to urgent care near Kroger in Boonville road. I did want to see him following Monday for followup. Also, I reviewed his chest x-ray report. The patient was found to have lung nodules by Scott & White doctors, but no followup was done. When he came back to me for followup and when we retrieved the records, this was noted. The patient finally barely got to do repeat chest x-ray. It is interesting the chest x-ray does not show any nodules as was reported by Scott & White clinic x-ray doctor, but the current reading doctor did suggest doing a CT scan of the chest and, for that, he is going to need approval of his insurance UnitedHealthcare. We will try to get approval for doing CAT scan of his lung. Wound dressing was done, ASAP Gel applied. He was given prescription of mupirocin or Bactroban ointment to be applied over affected areas and he will be seen in the office in a week. Multiple issues addressed and discussed today.
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
