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1. DW, 37-year-old presents with seizures. White count of 16,000 unresponsive and blood sugar 327, a very colorful urine tox screen, ABG okay, and CT of the head negative. Husband thought she might have had a seizure. She was treated with Keppra, Zofran, Narcan, IV fluids and magnesium. The patient subsequently was transferred to Conroe with overdose. The patient never was intubated and the patient did respond to treatment at the time of discharge. No one answered her phone or her husband’s.

2. JC, 20-year-old with genitalia rash diagnosed with dermatitis. Given hydrocortisone. Doing better. Happy with the care.

3. TM, possibly broken hand left before seen. Left message for the patient and his wife. No response back yet.

4. JH, 4-year-old with scalp hematoma. Doing fine. No sign of closed head injury. Happy with the care received.

5. AM, 37-year-old with cough, sore throat, and congestion. Swab test negative. Treated with clindamycin for pharyngitis because of allergies. Doing much better. Happy with the care.

6. JH, 36-year-old with right knee pain. X-rays negative. Left message for the patient to call back.

7. GS, 58-year-old foot pain, cellulitis, and chronic infection. Dr. O’Hearn got in touch with the patient’s doctor at UTMB. Dr. Yeh transferred the patient after workup was completed. The patient did not answer the phone.

8. HL, 29-day-old baby with possible thrush, treated with nystatin solution. Father states she is doing fine.

9. KW, 11-year-old with a foot pain and ankle pain, playing baseball. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with sprain.
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10. LM, 9-year-old with a rash related to insect bite, treated with prednisone. The phone number not accepting phone calls.

11. JM, 10-year-old with rash around the neck related to skin bites. The patient was given steroids cream, steroids tablets. Mother states that the doctor did not explain things very well, but nevertheless was happy with the care.

12. JL, 40-year-old with body ache, fever, and constipation. The patient had a positive strep. Treated with Bicillin, improving, and happy with the care.

13. LS, 53-year-old there for removal of ankle staple, happy with the care. No sign of infection.

14. CZ, 20-year-old with sore throat and body ache. Positive strep. Treated with Bicillin, still feeling puney, but no more fever. He was happy with the care received.
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
