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1. MV, 40-year-old with frequent urination and diagnosed with UTI, treated with Cipro, after CBC, wet prep, UA and hCG were negative. 

2. SG, 15-year-old with stomach pain. Positive THC in the urine. Negative pregnancy. Plan: Increase LFTs. Swab negative. The patient was given no treatment. Mother states that the child is still very weak. I told him to go back to the primary care physician to be rechecked. Mother was happy with Dr. Maroney.
3. MB, 40-year-old hit the head after she had a fall at home. The white count was 14000. H&H is 11 and 36. UA and UDS negative. Diagnosed with contusion. The patient does have history of seizures and is on seizure medication currently. She was happy with Dr. Maroney.

4. DP, is a 46-year-old with history of gout, already on allopurinol and colchicine. She had episode of gout. Treated with indomethacin, prednisone and Solu-Medrol with good response. She was very happy with the care.
5. LD, 75-year-old with painful frequent urination. Urinalysis shows urinary tract infection, treated with Rocephin 1 g and Macrobid. She did not answer phone, but I left her message.

6. EA, 38-year-old with ear pain and toothache. There was a foreign body present in the right ear canal that was removed. No issues or problems. 
7. EM, is a 53-year-old with right first finger swelling diagnosed with paronychia. I&D done. Treated with Rocephin and doxy. Happy with the care, doing much better.
8. EA, 38-year-old doing much better. No issues or problems. 
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9. 97-year-old woman with headache, fatigue, chest pressure, history of hypertension, atrial fibrillation, and CHF. The patient’s CT of the chest showed possible liver lesions. No PE. Cardiac workup was negative. Blood work was fantastic for a 97-year-old. One set of enzymes were done. EKG was done. Troponin was negative. CPK negative. BMP slightly elevated with history of chronic CHF. The family was very happy with Dr. Maroney. I spoke to Dr. Maroney regarding possible observation for this patient that she says the family was not interested and she did not push the issue and also talked to her about calling cardiologist with any type of chest pressure/pain and she stated that she was not aware of that and will do that from now on.
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
