This is a telehealth visit.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of right foot pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right foot pain was bothering her for past few days and it was more yesterday and the patient took over-the-counter pain medications with some relief and the pain level was 4 to 5, but she does not have any swelling of the toes or feet and had no injury.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
ASSESSMENT: Right foot pain, mild.

PLAN: Continue Tylenol 500 mg three times a day as needed.

Put cold pack on the right foot for 20 minutes two times a day for five days.

Return to clinic in three to four days.

Medications are reviewed and reconciled.

The patient is also advised to elevate the foot and if the condition worsens go to the emergency room.
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
