PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except playing baseball, Summer League, very active.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Slight temperature as above. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had urinalysis with flu and strep screens done which were all normal.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza, not type A or B. 

PLAN: Advised observation without treatment with suspected clearing without additional workup. Follow up with *__________* and PCP as needed.
