A:
Edema, foot cellulitis, bacteremia, MRSA, NIDDM, Alzheimer’s dementia, back pain, and anxiety.

The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient remains on IV antibiotics.  I had long care conference with the patient’s son and the patient in the room and answered all the questions to best of my knowledge and explained to them that the patient has max out from rehab potential.  It is highly unlikely that the patient will improve in his function and ADLs, etc.  The patient’s son is aware and he would still like us to continue with rehabilitation.
