Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Kube who has prior history of primary amyloidosis on remission, chronic renal failure and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Underlying COPD, uses inhalers; the new ones you have prescribed are helping much better with his dyspnea.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Weight stable; presently 136 and previously 134.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia.  Denies diarrhea, bleeding.  Denies blood in the urine.  No chest pain, palpitation. No syncope.  No hemoptysis.  Denies orthopnea or PND. Has chronic kyphosis.

Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  Off the metformin and insulin.  I want to highlight the Coreg, the only blood pressure medicine, cholesterol management, Prolia for osteoporosis.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 110/80. COPD abnormalities distant and clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion. Bradycardia 58. Saturation on room air right now 96%.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema.  Decreased hearing, bilateral hearing aids, otherwise no focal motor deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from June, creatinine was 2, which is still baseline.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium at 5.  Mild metabolic acidosis 22.  Normal albumin, calcium.  Liver function tests not elevated. Present GFR 33 that will be stage IIIB. Anemia around 10.7.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable over time, no progression, no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis.

2. Primary amyloidosis on remission.

3. Blood pressure acceptable.

4. COPD, has not required oxygen.

5. Anemia without external bleeding, no EPO treatment.
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6. Monitor upper potassium without symptoms.

7. Enlargement of the prostate on treatment.

8. Osteoporosis on Prolia, has kyphosis.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
