History: Mr. Gilmore was accompanied by his wife. He is using a very special walker considering his height and weight and he is able to walk properly with the walker. His multiple medical problems persist. Today, he showed me he has a bursitis of his left elbow with collection of fluid in the left elbow. It is not warm, it is not tender and he has no pain over his left elbow. I suggested we could send him to orthopedics where they would drain it, but it is connected to the joint, so only orthopedics should do it. The patient states he would rather leave it alone because it is not bothering him right now. There is no fever. There is no warmth over it. The other thing is he has a deformed right hand and he has developed some swelling also of the right wrist possibly DJD. He occasionally uses Aleve for pain because he does have renal failure stage III to stage IV, but it is stable. He is also under care of Dr. Khan, the nephrologist. So, currently, he does not want to change any medication, he does not want to see the orthopedics, but whenever he is ready he will let us know. I will see him in the office in a month. Advised him to be careful not to fall because hip fractures are very common at his age.
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
