History: Mr. Pierson was seen today. Mr. Pierson states he ended up getting a great job with the oil company where he has to work for in Arkansas with a great salary plus per diem living expense. The patient is really excited of starting this new job. He is trying to lose weight and he has lost weight. He is taking probiotics. He has history of atrial fibrillation intermittent. He is under the care of cardiologist for his meds. He is on Lasix once a day. He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. He has still some residual leg edema. His blood pressure is controlled. He has no chest pains and no shortness of breath. No dizziness. He states his right shoulder still hurts, but if he takes even one tramadol it really helps him. He does not want to quit this job because this is the best paying job he has ever had. Since he is going to Arkansas, I have given him a prescription of 40 tablets of tramadol. Texas PMP checked. The patient was given 30 tablets about two weeks ago. He states he was completely intolerant to tizanidine. He states it did not affect him good in the head. So, he stopped the tizanidine, but wants to take the tramadol. I told him there will be no refills until he made a visit. The patient understands plan of treatment. Clobetasone cream was given for his residual rash over his legs. The patient states his rash is better. I have advised him to see a dermatologist because I did not exactly know the cause of his rash. He understands that and he is going to be seen in the office when he is back here.
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
