History: Ms. Rayburn was seen as emergency today. Ms. Rayburn a week ago was trying to get off her pool and she lost her balance and fell on the ground, hit her head over some furniture that was sitting right outside the pool and got a little bump on the back of her head. She states she went to grocery store and while coming out of the car she had a very bad dizziness episode where she felt everything was moving and she could not keep her balance. So, she sat down in the car and decided not to go for grocery shopping that day and then decided to come and see me today, which is a week later. A small little bump is felt over the occipital region in the back. I felt she was little bit unsteady when she tried to stand up from a sitting position though there was no problem with speech. There was no seizure. There was no urinary incontinence. There was no bowel incontinence. She is moving all parts of her body well. The patient is sent for some labs including CBC, CMP, sed rate and TSH. She is sent for a CT of the head. The CT of the head is sent as a stat order to St. Joseph. She calls St. Joseph scheduling and they told her that they could possibly do the CT of the head without contrast tomorrow around 10 o’clock in the morning. We will watch and we will wait to get results. There is more of concern because the patient is planning to go to Denver, Colorado. The patient strictly understands plan of treatment.
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
