History: Ms. Johnson was seen today. She was in the hospital in end of May, but fails to come to the office for followup despite several requests and she finally came in six weeks later. She was admitted because she had breakthrough grand mal seizures. Her Keppra level was low. The patient’s sister who is a caretaker stated that they do not have enough Keppra for her to get all the time. So, they end up giving her one-month or even a 15-day supply and she has to go often. Ms. Josephine Johnson has really nobody else in the family except her sister to take care of her. On top of everything, she has had a right hemiparesis and she has a severe DJD of the left shoulder. The patient has aphasia. She uses a cane for ambulation, she is slow and her memory, she has hard time finding words to speak. I have ordered another Keppra level. The patient is supposed to take 10 cc of Keppra liquid twice a day. I have ordered another Keppra level on her along with CBC and CMP. Med list reconciled. Her sugars are doing good, but I have ordered another A1c and microalbumin in urine. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
