Thank you for this referral.

Debbie has been known to me before. She is now 68-year-old. She comes here with history of recently discovered neutropenia with WBC count of 2.5. Actually, she has neutropenia for many years her count fluctuates. She had a CBC on 05/26, which showed WBC of 2.5, hemoglobin was 13.3, platelets were 195, and differential showed neutrophil to be low at 39.6%.

Her TSH was slightly elevated at 4.5 suggesting some hypothyroidism.

RECENT HISTORY: The patient reports that she had COVID x3 in last two to three years. The last episode was in February 2023. She also had frequent UTI in last several years. The patient has lost significant weight even today she weighs 10 pounds less than several years ago. The patient says that for a while she was losing weight not able eat. She had hiatal hernia, which was repaired in March 2022 prior to that she had lost of weight, however since surgery weight is progressively slowly improving.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a 68-year-old pleasant female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 132 pounds, and blood pressure 145/83.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: JVP flat. Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia.

2. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will redo the blood to see CBC. We will check CMP and TSH once available we can make further recommendations. If it is still significantly low we will redo either flow cytometry or consider bone marrow. I think however her neutropenia is benign and the bone marrow, which was done in 2004 was nondiagnostic.
