HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 84-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage dementia.

The patient also suffers from hypertension. Her current medications include lorazepam and Norvasc.
The patient has been having issues with ear itching and urticaria. The patient recently has been on numerous medications including triamcinolone, acyclovir, nystatin and hydrocortisone.

At one time, she was tried on p.o. steroids which the daughter thinks made the biggest difference.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has two children. She lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver, Kim.
Her dementia is worsened to the point that she is unable to speak. She also had a stroke between October 15 and February 2023, which has left her pretty much nonverbal and bedbound. She also suffered from sepsis and is now more confused.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. 
SKIN: There is a faint rash about the abdominal wall where the diapers meet the skin. Also, there is rash around the breast and chest wall and some on the back. The rash blanches. It is mildly inflamed.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. _______ dermatitis. I suspect this is most likely a dermatitic problem. I do not believe this is a drug eruption. I am going to start her on prednisone 15 mg twice a day for five days and taper over the next 15 days.

2. Endstage dementia.

3. On hospice for dementia. If this is not improved, next thing would be to do a punch biopsy, but I have explained to the daughter that I suspect that would not be necessary.
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
