Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mr. Ross with right-sided nephrectomy, a mass that was not malignant with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and likely diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in January 2023.  Denies hospital visit or emergency room.  Extensive review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Reviewed medications.  Remains on diabetes cholesterol management.  For blood pressure only on metoprolol, prior Procardia discontinued because of lower extremity edema.
Physical Exam:  Weight 295 pounds.  Blood pressure 158/80.  No respiratory distress.  Normal oxygenation on room air.  Respiratory normal.  There is aortic systolic murmur appears to be regular.  No arrhythmia.  Morbid obesity.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stasis changes lower extremities with edema.  Normal speech.  No focal deficit.

Labs: Chemistries, creatinine 1.47 for a GFR 41 stage III and this is stable overtime.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  No anemia.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Right-sided nephrectomy a benign tumor.

3. Hypertension in the office high, needs to be checked at home.

4. Diabetes. I do not know his A1c, but he is four different agents including Jardiance.  All other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
