History: Mr. Ramirez was seen last week. He had fallen at home. He did not go to the urgent care or emergency room and his two daughters brought him to the office because he has skinned an area about a big quarter or two quarters on his right elbow, he was not able to lift up his right shoulder, he was not able to straighten out his right elbow and it was thought that he could even have a fracture. I told them we did do wound dressing, but advised to take him to the hospital at least for x-rays it being a weekend and we did not want him to have a fracture and still miss the fracture. The patient’s daughters took him to CapRock Hospital where they did x-ray of right shoulder and right elbow and told him nothing was broken. He states he is able to move his arms much better. I had advised him some Bactroban ointment and he is applying that and in fact the skin lesion is already healed. He does not have any open wound. Now, the question of lung nodules does exist and I have gotten an approval for him to get a CT of the lungs. The patient is advised to get the CT of the lungs, the daughter has the order sheet and the approval. He will get it done and see me in the office in next two weeks. The patient is a previous smoker. The patient’s med list is reconciled. His most recent A1c is 7.4.
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
