Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

Mary is an 80-year-old white female who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. The patient is here for elevation of her left breast mass.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient noticed a mass in the left breast about 8-9 years ago could have been 10 years. The patient however did not seek any medical attention because she had breast implants and she thought it was abnormality or leakage. However, three or four years ago, the patient decided to get some medical help. She was referred to a surgeon Dr. Megan Hanson, M.D. who did a biopsy this Dr. Hanson is in Frisco. She did a biopsy and it came back as cancer vaguely patient remember as it being estrogen receptor positive.

Actually we were able to get a report from biomedical laboratory, which showed invasive mucinous carcinoma grade I with diffuse margin involvement estrogen receptor were strongly positive, PR negative, KI was low at 5-10%, HER-2 neu was negative, and IHC and FISH showed HER-2 negative. The patient however subsequently did not decide on taking any treatment and decided to just watch it but recently the mass has grown significantly it is causing discomfort and it is fungating so she saw Dr. Sears and hence she is now referred here for further evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has been very healthy.
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CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Just supplement including melatonin in high doses started recently.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 80-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 98 pounds, and blood pressure 121/72.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node none felt in the neck however large 2 to 2.5 cm lymph node felt in the left axilla. Her left breast is markedly enlarged with hard mass fungating in the middle about 2 cm big ulceration also the entire mass could be more than 10 cm in diameter.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Invasive mucinous carcinoma of the left breast ER positive, PR negative, and HER-2 neu negative.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will try to get reports of PET and surgical report from Dr. Meghan Hanson. Also, we will draw the blood today to do oncotype DX and next gen sequencing and confirm the findings from before as well as get update of recent data once available we could make further recommendations. Meanwhile, I discussed with the patient about starting her on Arimidex. The patient is agreeable so we will start her on Arimidex 1 mg daily. We will see her next week in Gainesville and take some baseline pictures. Today, the patient is only agreeable to start hormone therapy however once entire workup report is available we could make further recommendations as far as if she is willing to start some chemotherapy upfront to decrease the tumor size and see at later point it could be made a surgical disease.
