The patient stated that he suffered laceration approximately 10 days ago, had sutures, also had tetanus injection and was discharged with antibiotics. He states he has done well and he is here for suture removal.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 96%at room air

Blood pressure 108/72
Pulse 80
Respirations 18

Temperature 98.3.
Left leg anterior surface distal one third, there is a well-healed laceration with sutures. Sutures in the repair. No evidence of secondary infection mainly no edema. No erythema. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. Mildly tender to palpation. Mild redness confined to the wounds edge. He is neurovascularly intact.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.
2. Status post leg laceration 10 days ago.
PROCEDURE: Suture removal. Site was moist by using alcohol swab and laid over suture site.

With a tweezer sutures were secured and cut with Glavan blade and removed. I removed a total of four sutures.
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The patient tolerates procedure well. There were no complications. Site was secured with a Band-Aid and the patient was discharged. He declined the pain medication. He states that he is doing well and needs no pain medications. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
