CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 35-year-old woman, housewife, comes in for a preop evaluation of liposuction, total body including legs, arms, buttocks as well as redoing her breast augmentation that she had done a couple of years ago in Mexico.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She is rather healthy 35-year-old woman who resides at home. Her last period was 06/03/23. She has had four children. She drinks very little. She does not smoke.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation and breast augmentation in the past.
MEDICATIONS: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has had palpitation from time-to-time and history of gastroesophageal reflux. She is also concerned about her legs hurting. She is concerned about the long trip to Mexico. Also, family history of stroke is one of her concerns, abnormal periods, history of vertigo and lymph nodes enlargement in the neck which has been present previously.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 148 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 91. Blood pressure 143/79.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. May proceed with liposuction and breast augmentation.

2. Because of her GI concerns, we looked at her abdominal ultrasound which was within normal limits.

3. With history of vertigo, we looked at her carotid, this was within normal limits.
4. With upcoming anesthesia, we felt the echocardiogram was in order and this was done and there was no abnormality.
5. She has her left ovary removed in the past. Rest of her pelvic exam was within normal limits. The renal Doppler study and the renal ultrasounds were within normal limits. Neck shows no evidence of profound lymphadenopathy present. The patient’s blood work has been obtained and we will proceed with the proposed procedure as soon as the results return.
