SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri described that she has been doing good. She is seeing her therapist, taking her medication. She does not have any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. She is due for surgery for her fibroid on 08/25/23 at St. John Muir Hospital. She also described that she is taking iron for her anemia. She is due to see her family care doctor. Her mother was also present during evaluation who reported that Sheri has been doing fine and taking her medications. She does not have any problem. She also indicates that she is getting talk to her therapist. Denies any mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She described she has been taking every medications and it is helping her a lot. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable. History of fibroid due for surgery and anemia.

PLAN: Continue Zoloft 50 mg in the morning, seroquel 100 mg at bedtime, gabapentin 100 mg twice a day, Depakote 250 mg twice a day, Haldol 10 mg b.i.d, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d., lorazepam 0.5 mg p.r.n. A 30-day supply of medications are ordered. Encouraged social activities, diet control exercise. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
