The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Klein was seen in the hospital. He has history of polysubstance abuse, but he is not using any drugs right now except he is maintained on Subutex for his opioid use disorder. He was having history of attention deficit disorder and depression for which Wellbutrin XL 150 mg was recommended and also lower doses of Adderall was given as 10 mg in the morning and noon to which he was doing fairly well. He wanted to go higher on the doses. I further explained that he does not need higher doses and at these doses he can focus better and at the same time he has to promise me that he is not misusing drugs and he is not using any cocaine or marijuana as the combination of other medications can cause psychosis. He promised and explained that he is not using any other drugs and he is taking only Adderall and Wellbutrin, which is helping him. The patient is alert, oriented, and tall Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. He has been having non-healing ulcer in his leg and since he was discharge this is the first time he was seen for the medication review. The patient has been cooperative, appropriate and attentive. There was no irritability and agitation. Judgment and insight is improving. There was no side effect of the medications.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed with attention deficit disorder, history of substance abuse, opioid use disorder, cellulitis of the both feet, and ADD.

PLAN: I will give a prescription for Adderall 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon, Wellbutrin XL 150 mg daily, a 30 days medication was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect was explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
