SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis describes that he has no complaint. He is feeling much better, happy and contended and organized. Denies any depression, anxiety or mood swings. He was talking about his past and appreciates his wife who is very faithful and helpful to him. He also indicated that he was married with his wife. It is second marriage for wife and also for him and both of them are getting along with each other. He denies any mood swings. Denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination or depression taking all his medication. He also has a history of back pain, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. He denies any side effect of the medication. He was alert and oriented. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Though process organized. No drooling or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness. The patient has been compliance with the medication and the follow treatment both psychiatric and medical problems.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and chronic back pain.

PLAN: Continue Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg daily, a 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
