The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient was seen via video. He was sitting with his wife together and indicated that he is doing well. His wife also admits that he is much better. No problems. Medication is working. He denied any mood swing. He denies any paranoia or hallucinations or any delusion or any conflictive problem with wife. They both were happy, appropriate and attentive. No suicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. He wanted to get a refill of his prescription. I provided education about his medications and about his psychopathology and importance of compliance. He denies any side effect. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia, drooling, or tremors. Denies any use of alcohol or drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable. Improved mood, behavior, and functioning. 

PLAN: Encouraged diet control and exercise. I recommended that I will send a prescription for 90 days, seroquel 100 mg in the morning, seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. Risk, benefits, and side effect are explained.
