History: Ms. Dixon was seen today. Ms. Dixon recently visited MD Anderson Hospital where her blood pressure was significantly elevated and they told her to see a cardiologist. Ms. Dixon has long-standing hypertension and bilateral breast cancer. She has had recurrent cellulitis of her left breast. She went there for some imaging studies, but suggested to her to bring blood pressure under better control. The second thing is they advised her a chest x-ray and they advised her a vaginal ultrasound because she has had breast cancer. She had similar tests done in 2021 and were negative. The MD Anderson recommends the patients on tamoxifen to get transvaginal ultrasound also. A chest x-ray and transvaginal ultrasound request is given to the patient. The patient will also have CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, and A1c. I have made some changes in her blood pressure medication. I have added amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day and I have changed her medicines to losartan 50/12.5 mg twice a day. She is to continue atenolol 50 mg a day. Her other med list is reconciled. The patient is going to have labs done, chest x-ray done, transvaginal ultrasound done and come back in the office in two weeks for followup on her blood pressure.
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
