MEDICAL INFORMATION AVAILABLE for REVIEW PRIOR to EXAMINATION: Yes, a Social Security questionnaire dated 01/09/2023.

INFORMANT: Father, Alfonso Martinez.
IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is an 11-year-10-month-old male who presented to my office for a disability evaluation with his father to evaluate allegations of pulmonic valve defect with heart failure. The claimant is presently a 5th grader and he does well in school and he states he makes A’s and B’s and has been treated for his condition and he is presently receiving disability benefits. His father is employed as a butcher and has been a butcher for 20 years. He states he worked eight hours per day, five days out of the week and four weeks out of the month. At the present time, he lives in a house with his wife and six other children and his wife is working at this time.
ALLEGATIONS: PULMONIC VALVE DEFECT WITH HYPOXIA AND HEART FAILURE.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:

PULMONIC VALVE DEFECT WITH HYPOXIA AND HEART FAILURE: The claimant states that since birth, the claimant was born with a pulmonic valve defect necessitating surgery. The claimant was very hypoxic and was delivered in Reynosa, Mexico. However, no surgery was performed secondary to the family not having funds in order to have the surgery performed. They moved over to the United States and was evaluated and immediately had surgery done on his pulmonic valve. The surgery was performed in 2012 and he had a replacement valve performed in 2020. He is pending another replacement valve secondary to his growth, but appears to be doing fairly well at this time.
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The claimant is in the 5th grade and he makes A’s and B’s and does very well in school. He states he can run and play basketball and appears to be doing fairly well. The surgery was performed at the Methodist Hospital in San Antonio. However, the third surgery is to be performed in Houston. The claimant states that he does suffer from weakness and occasional left-sided chest discomfort. He states there are times that he gets agitated secondary to any kind of exercise, but most of the time he does fairly well. When he is agitated, he states that he will rest and he feels better. His chest discomfort is not associated with food intake. At the present time, he is only taking aspirin 81 mg p.o. q.d. His symptoms include occasional shortness of breath and dizziness. His risk factors include a positive family history of heart disease. His father denies him having any peptic ulcer disease, gastritis, hiatal hernia, biliary disease, pancreatitis, esophagitis, pulmonary emboli or costochondritis. He does suffer from occasional shortness of breath, but has no pedal edema and sleeps with one pillow at night. He was diagnosed with a pulmonic valve defect with two replacements one which was performed in 2012 and the other one in 2020 with good results. He is pending a third surgery in the near future. The informant is his father who is Alfonso Martinez. However, the claimant gave much of the history as well.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The claimant does not complain of dizziness, visual problems, hearing problems, shakiness, clumsiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, soiling, bed wetting or day wetting, muscle weakness, abnormal posture, poor appetite as well as no rashes. He does occasionally suffer from headaches.

ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The claimant does go to school every day and does very well in school. As noted earlier, he is in the 5th grade. He likes to ride his bicycle, watch TV and play with his tablet. He does interact with the children at school and will play basketball and likes to run. At times, he can be a loner. He does not fight with peers, but he does like to fight with the adults and also with his siblings. He appears to be a fairly normal child. Some of the child’s positive characteristics include helping to clean the house. The father states that he studies and does his homework and gets along well with his other family members.

DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES: The father states that he was not too sure about the developmental milestones, but states that the claimant sat alone without support at 1 year, crawled at 1½ years, walked without support at 2 years, said his first words at 3 years, said his first sentences at 3½ years, self-dressed without help at 4 years, was bladder trained during the day at 3 years, bladder trained during the night at 3 years and bowel trained at 4 years. During the first three years of life, the child sometimes had temper tantrums, had extreme mood changes, was afraid of new faces, and explored the surrounding environment. The claimant rarely was distractible, afraid of new faces, was unresponsive to discipline, was destructive, engage in self-hurting or injuring behavior, or was severely active secondary to his condition. He did enjoy being held most the time.
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BIRTH HISTORY: Father states that he was born with hypoxia secondary to a pulmonic valve defect. The claimant was born in Mexico and then transferred over to McAllen Medical Center. The mother was in labor for three hours and the father states that the delivery was not aided by instruments. The claimant was not cesarean section and was a one-baby birth. The child was blue at birth, jaundiced and was given oxygen at the time of birth. The claimant was placed in an incubator and was diagnosed with pulmonic valve defect. The claimant’s father states the baby weighed approximately 5 pounds. He does not recall the length of the baby at the time. Mother stayed for two days and the baby stayed for one week. Father states that the claimant was not an easy to care for infant from 0 to 18 months of age or an easy to care for toddler from 18 to 48 months secondary to his heart condition.

PAST HISTORY: The claimant had surgery performed at the Methodist Hospital in San Antonio in 2012 and also had surgery done in 2020 for a replacement valve of the pulmonic valve that he had in place. He does have one surgery pending in the future secondary to his growth. The claimant suffers from hypoxia and decreased function of his heart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: TOBACCO: The father states that he does smoke. ALCOHOL: No one in the family drinks alcohol. DELIRIUM TREMENS / SEIZURES: The claimant nor family members have had delirium tremens or seizure disorder. SUBSTANCE ABUSE: There is nobody in the family that uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. COMMUNICABLE DISEASES: There is nobody in the family with hepatitis, HIV, or any sexually transmitted diseases.

FAMILY HISTORY: All the siblings are in good health. The mother is 38 and in good health and the father is 44, but does suffer from hypertension.

MEDICATIONS: The claimant is presently on aspirin 81 mg p.o. q.d. 

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

GROWTH CHART: The claimant is at the 35th percentile for his age according to his weight and is below 5th percentile for his height according to his age.
GENERAL: This is an 11-year-10-month-old male who appears to be well-nourished and well-developed and in no acute distress.
HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted.
NECK: Supple without thyromegaly or mass.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.
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CARDIAC: There was a normal S1 and S2 without a murmur heard at this time, rubs, or gallops. There is also a 13 cm vertical scar on his chest where the surgeries of his heart have been performed.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted.

BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.

SKIN: No rashes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation on exam. The claimant had a normal gait and station. He could walk on heels, toes, and squat without any difficulties.

NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were intact. Deep tendon reflexes were +2 in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was 5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting. The claimant had a good fine finger control to dexterous movements.

CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed no evidence of any obvious vision or hearing problems. There was no facial dysmorphism, no skeletal anomalies. There was no physical evidence indicating side effects of medication.

The claimant’s behavior and attention span was appropriate. He related to and interacts well with the examiner and his caregiver. His affect is appropriate. His speech, both quantity and quality, is spontaneous and on imitation age appropriate. His receptive, expressive, and communicative ability was age appropriate. His general health shows no evidence of abnormality at this time.
DIAGNOSIS:

PULMONIC VALVE DEFECT – corrected with two surgeries, stable at this time. The claimant is awaiting a third surgery secondary to outgrowing the pulmonic valve that he has at this time.
PROGNOSIS: His prognosis is good with surgical intervention and his condition appears to be stable at this time.
