3. JC, is a 17-year-old with urinary tract infection type symptoms, was treated with Rocephin, sent home with Septra DS and Diflucan. No one answered the phone.

4. JK, is a 28-year-old with ear pain, cough and congestion. Swab tests were negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Rocephin and Decadron and sent home with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Doing fantastic, he said.

5. CM, 28-year-old with toothache. Blood pressure is slightly elevated. Treated with antibiotics and sent home with p.o. antibiotics. No one answered the phone.
6. AH, is an 18-year-old with fever, sore throat, headache, and nausea. CT of abdomen, CBC CMP, and amylase were all within normal limits. Diagnosed with sinusitis, bronchitis and treated with antibiotics. No one answered the phone again.
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
