Dear Dr. Obregon:

Thank you for referring Mr. Fernando Ramos for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient recently being evaluated for biologic therapy for psoriasis and screening test was positive for QuantiFERON-TB Gold Plus. The patient denies any history of tuberculosis. He was born and raised in Columbia. He came to this country over 20 years ago. He has a vague memory of possible positive skin test, but is unsure. The patient denies any symptoms of active TB. He has no fever, chills, cough, shortness of breath or weight loss.

Based on the above, the patient will have a chest x-ray done to rule out the possibility of active tuberculosis. Then, he will start on a three-month regimen of INH and rifampin with monthly blood tests. This will provide sufficient prophylaxis against reactivation.

Results will be forwarded to your attention and the patient will follow up under your care.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
