BRADY, LARRY
This is a 73-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with stroke. He suffers from hypertension, B12 deficiency, COPD, alcohol abuse, tobacco abuse and dementia. The patient also has seizure disorder because of his stroke. Most recent CT scan showed evidence of new and old stroke. The patient is now bedbound, requires help with all ADL, bowel and bladder incontinent and has lost about 10 pounds in the past two weeks. The patient is eating very little and is becoming more and more obtunded. Overall, prognosis is poor. The patient definitely meets the criteria for hospice care, has a KPS score of 30% and only has a few months to live.
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
