CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that she has developed diarrhea.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that diarrhea started yesterday and she had party a few days ago after that the patient started feeling mild ache in the abdomen and diarrhea started yesterday. This is mostly watery, but there is no blood and she does not feel weak or tired. No other person complained of the same condition from her party.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, or recent travel, chest pain, shortness of breath, vomiting, urinary incontinence, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred, due to televisit.

ASSESSMENT: Acute diarrhea.

PLAN:
1. I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding. The patient is advised to go to urgent care immediately to have an extensive workup done. Also, the patient is advised to avoid milk, dairy products, and spicy foods.

2. The patient is advised to return to clinic in four to five days or as needed.
3. The patient started feeling better. She is advised to increase food intake to full liquid diet and drink enough liquids.
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
