CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed numbness and tingling of the upper extremities more than the lower extremities for past several weeks and his blood sugar ranges from 120-140 mg/dL in the fasting state. The patient is also taking gabapentin 300 mg twice a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination has decreased sensation in the fingers without any ischemic changes.
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
