Thank you for this referral.

This 43-year-old comes here for evaluation today. He is 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing the 264 pounds, and his blood pressure is 113/80.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not have any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient was diagnosed to have brain tumor at age 7. He had a resection subsequently he did find except for seizures off and on. The patient did graduate from high school but he still had continued mild intellectual disability. The patient has been on Keppra, which controlled the seizures very well.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEM: Includes history of hypertension, history of restless leg syndrome, history of obstructive sleep apnea, and atopic dermatitis. The patient has been on prednisone for some reason he takes 2.5 mg twice daily.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of brain tumor status post resection now in remission.

2. Mild hypertension controlled.

3. History of seizure disorder now controlled.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and decrease the prednisone 2.5 mg daily for one week and then 1 mg daily for one week and then he could discontinue. If there is any questions please feel to call me.
