CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 65-year-old African American male seen for cardiovascular evaluation. 
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a complaint of fast heart rate. He is known to have a history of hypertension, diabetes, and had reported dyspnea on walking approximately three blocks. He had no chest pain, but noted dyspnea with minimal activity. He had been evaluated by Dr. Adrian James and was found to have a fast heart rate. The patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. He describes having two pillows to sleep. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Sleep apnea.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes. 

4. Prostate cancer.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Umbilical hernia.
MEDICATIONS: Lupron.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Brother with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes rare alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has sneezing and sinus problems. He reports having bleeding gums. Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
ECG revealed sinus rhythm. No significant ST-T wave abnormality.
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INTERVAL HISTORY: He was felt to have congestive heart failure, hypertension, diabetes, and hypercholesterolemia. He had been referred for echocardiogram. This revealed normal left ventricular systolic function with left ventricular ejection fraction of 66%. Mild mitral regurgitation is noted. There is trace tricuspid regurgitation. No segmental wall motion abnormality was noted.
LAB WORK: Total cholesterol 167, HDL 43, triglycerides 133, LDL 101, sodium 40, potassium 4.3, chloride 102, bicarb 32, BUN 12, creatinine 0.81, glucose 89, and hemoglobin A1c 6.0.
IMPRESSION: The patient does not appear to have active cardiac disease. He has a history of hypertension which is controlled. He has sleep apnea and prostate cancer history. Diabetes. All noted to be controlled.
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
