CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Followup of blood pressure issues.

2. ED issues.

3. Low testosterone.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Lewis has been working hard. He has lost a few pounds because he has been working in the heat, but he states he feels well. He has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or any other issues.

His blood pressure is well controlled.

He quit taking his testosterone because “it was just too much trouble” with his injection. He is taking some kind of supplements now and he is happy.

His blood work is up-to-date and wants to hold off on repeating his blood test in about three to four months which is acceptable.

His chart indicates that he had mild carotid stenosis before which has not really changed much with no evidence of symptomatology of TIA at this time. His prostate enlargement is associated with age and that is not causing any problems at this time. He does have slight fatty liver as well.
It is time for his blood work to be done a few months as I mentioned.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, seizure, ED, and low testosterone.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He does lot of physical activity.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change from my previous notes, please see those notes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 243 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 146/76.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension, controlled.

3. Neuropathy, controlled.

4. ED under control with Viagra.
5. Low testosterone, not interested in replacement.

6. Carotid stenosis mild.

7. Thyroid cyst within normal limits. See my previous ultrasound report.
8. BPH stable, minimal symptoms.
9. Mild PVD, lower extremities, otherwise within normal limits.

10. Colonoscopy is up-to-date.

11. His medications were refilled today and a new medication list created.
