CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for medication refills. She states that she has had a recent apparently umbilical hernia repair with robotics at Kingwood Hospital, complicated by developing pneumonia, seen in ER, received IV medications with p.o. medications now, she is still taking with clearing of symptoms. She gives history of “sciatica” since the epidural some years ago. She states that it is relieved with meloxicam without further workup.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: With localized pain to the lower lumbosacral area and upper sacrum with minimal tenderness with slight low back pain with straight leg raising to approximately 85 degrees, right slightly greater than left without radiculopathy. Extremities: Remainder within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Remainder within normal limits.

Because of history of hypertension and years since prior labs, fasting labs were obtained with refill of medications. Continue antibiotics for recent pneumonia without need for followup x-ray, to follow up with abdominal surgeon next week. The patient is to be seen in three months for routine care and to check on labs to be verified within normal limits.
