Today, she tells me while at work her boss had some cigarettes and she took one cigarette and smoked it followed by upper chest pains on both sides of her chest and the patient was concerned. She states she has never had this kind of problem. Advised to discontinue smoking completely and she was wondering if she could get a chest x-ray and probably she had bronchial spasms because of the cigarette smoke. I did an EKG in view of chest pains and was negative or did not show any acute changes. I have ordered a chest x-ray and refilled her ADD medicine and see her in the office in a month.
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
